
Charlet Kugel 
Visual artist, born in Moscow in 1966, living in the Czech Republic. 
Born into a world of scientists, she obtained her diploma from the 
Institute of Volcanology, Kyoto. Charlet Kugel applies the theory of 
disasters and discontinuity to her projects of artistic research. Since 
2001 she is the director of the journal Matière Première that brings 
together groups of international artists around publications and events 
organised by Silverbridge. In 2005, she participated in Miami Art Basel 
with the Nomadenoase gallery. Following the success of the event, the 
Contemporary Art Museum of Mexico, welcomed  the project in 
partnership with the Hauser and Wirth gallery at the contemporary art 
fair, in April 2006. With Jonathan Meese, Dr Keramich, she is preparing 
for June a series of works that were presented at the last Albisola 
biennial, and at the Contemporary Fine Art Show in Berlin this 
Autumn.

Her images show the interweavings and the impossibilities in the object and become factors of a disorientation. This may 
have been aroused by chance or without realising but we suddenly notice that we can't turn back. Woman is represented 
in a space where the laws of gravity have tipped over into the absurd. Charlet Kugel calls one of her technical indications 
"Teleportation to the heart of the object", she observes the world from the point of view of the constraints that she 
imposes upon her journeys to the inside of this universe, like the map of a  landscape or like its formal structure, 
resembling a lamp whose shade falls from its frame like a dress from its corset while we look at it. For this project 
Charlet Kugel presents a series of images led astray from the daily life of Europeans and diverse magazines in order to 
reveal the involuntary lapsus that hide behind the official images of the representation of women

Tchèque. Issue du monde scientifique où elle obtient son diplôme de 
l'Institut de Vulcanologie, de Kyoto, Charlet Kugel applique la théorie 
des catastrophes et de la discontinuité dans ses projets de recherches 
artistiques. Depuis 2001, elle est directrice de la revue Matière 
Première qui réunit un groupe d'artistes internationaux autour 
d’éditions et d’événements conçut par Silverbridge. En 2005, elle 
participe à Miami Art Basel avec la galerie Nomadenoase. Suite au 
succès de l'événement, le Musée d'Art Contemporain de Mexico, 
accueille le projet en partenariat avec la galerie à Hauser and Wirth à 
la foire d'art contemporain, en avril 2006. Elle prépare avec Jonathan 
Meese, Dr Keramich une série d'œuvre qui ont été présentées à la 
dernière biennale d'Albisola, en juin et à la Contampary fine Art de 
Berlin cet automne. 

Ses images montrent les imbrications, les impossibilités dans l'objet et 
deviennent les facteurs d'une désorientation. Celle-ci a peut-être été suscitée par hasard ou sans le faire exprès mais on 
s'aperçoit tout à coup qu'on ne peut plus revenir en arrière. La femme est représentée dans un espace où les lois de la 
pesanteur ont basculé dans l'absurde. Charlet Kugel appelle une de ses indications techniques « Téléportation au cœur 
de l'objet  », elle regarde le monde du point de vue des contraintes qu'elle impose à ses voyages à l'intérieur de cet 
univers, comme le plan d'un paysage ou comme sa structure formelle, semblable à une lampe dont l'abat-jour tombe de 
son armature comme une robe de son corset lorsqu'on la regarde. Pour ce projet Charlet Kugel présente une série 
d’images détournées des quotidiens européens et divers magazines pour y déceler les lapsus involontaires qui se 
cachent derrière les images officielles de la représentation de la femme.

Nominated for the Oscars, In 
one year this film has received twenty or 
so awards over the world. His research 
and work try to establish a bridge 
between knowledge and conscience, 
information and reflection. The talented 
director of "Le Cauchemar de Darwin", a 
powerful and important documentary, 
believes in the  ability of film to shake the 
public's conscience. 

His committed reasoning is written within risk-taking so as to unveil reality in all its 
complexity.

Blumfeld, Egill Säebjörnsson, ChicksOnSpeed, Malaria, Kinderzimmer Productions. She 
works as a director/directo r o f p h o t o g r a p h y f o r commercials at Silbersee-Film in 
Berlin. In 1999 she did the documentary Kreuzberg von 8-12 and produced the third run of A-Clip, 
a political and creative intervention in cinema space in 2003. April 2004 she shot an experimental 
film Visiotrs with ChicksOnSpeed, a surreal dance Production where ChicksOnSpeed land like aliens in 
N.Y.C. and become homeless. The Mocumentary Miami Twice about the artistic underground meeting 
the over ground will be released in November. Schamoni contributed to Festivals and Exhibitions in 
Chicago/USA, Milan/I, Oberhausen/G, Kassel/G, the Videonale in Bonn/G, the Havanna Biennial 
2003, the Artfair Miami Basel/USA 2003, Generali Foundation 2004, the Deitch Project 2004, 
Kunsthaus Exnergasse Wien 2004 and Whitechapell Galerie London 2004.
